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< Activities >
 A) Regular Networking Projects 
A1: TNW (Training & Networking Workcamp)
This is held every two years together with General 
Assembly of NVDA. 20-40 leaders of NGOs from 10-20 
countries participate. It aims; a) “New” NGOs can start 
international workcamps in their countries afterwards, 
b) NVDA members can develop their projects and 
management and c) Many common actions in Asia/ Pacific 
can be created. It was held in Russia, China, Vietnam, 

Japan, Nepal, Indonesia and the 8th one was held in 

Taiwan, 17-26 Jan. 2010. (9th one will be in India, Feb. 2012.)
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A2: Annual Meeting (AM)
    It can be held in a year when there is no TNW together with the capacity building seminars and the 6th one will be organized in Indonesia, Feb. 2011.
A3: Special NVDA workcamps
    It is open to only vols. from NVDA members and aims 

to promote NVDA actions & cooperation.  The next one’ll be held in Thailand in Oct. 2010 on environmental theme.

 D) Sending volunteers to workcamps 

NVDA sends volunteers from the countries in Asia where there are no i.v.s. NGOs, to projects all over the world.  NVDA sent 31 vols. to 11 countries in 2006-07 & 209 vols. (including 113 vols. for the group workcamps with HKIEd Hong Kong) to 24 countries in 2008-09.

 E) Common Actions of NVDA 


C1: World Tanabata Action (on climate change)
Global action to prevent climate change by 
planting trees and writing Tanzaku papers!

It was started in 2008 and a big result from 2008 to 2010:
+ 15,882 Tanzaku papers were collected 
+ 822,831 trees were planted by 27 NGOs in 21 countries + Around 20, 000 people involved in this action.
Some tanzaku papers were exhibited to the top 
leaders of the G8 Summit in Japan and also UNESCO 
Head quarter in France in 2008-09 (and also COP10 

Conference on bio-diversity in Japan, Oct. 2010, World Summit for Forest Action in Japan, Oct 2011).
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C2: Eco Sponge Action (on water protection)
 By these sponges, you can wash

dishes without washing soap by that 

pollution of sea/ lakes/ rivers can be

decreased. Since 2003, over 3,000 locals 
and volunteers joined the action in 12 

countries including 7 NVDA members.
In 2009, SJV, NICE started fair-trade type of action that 4 women in the slum in Hanoi made 189 sponges that were sold in the festivals, etc. in Japan and raised about 600 US$ to support their life & the community.
