Background: In November 2007, the Coordination Comitee for International Voluntary Service (CCIVS) and the UNESCO World Heritage Center initiated a global project for the preservation of World Heritage sites: “World Heritage Volunteers: Patrimonito rolls up its sleeves”. Volunteers from all over the world will discuss issues related to world heritage and cultural diversity while actively engaging in the preservation of World Heritage sites.As a member of CCIVS already involved in cultural patrimony promoter and global education, Dejavato participates to this international project and will organise a specific workcamp in and around the Java island World Heritage site:  Prambanan temples. This project will be the continuation of the first Patrimonito camp that we held in August 2008. The volunteers will be introduced to the World Heritage Centre’s activities and campaign, the history and dynamics of World Heritage sites worldwide. Guided visits to Prambanan (which was recently highly damaged by an earthquake), will be organized in cooperation with the site’s management. It aims at rendering its symbolic dimension to heritage through debates and reflections, contribute to the restoration and preservation of cultural heritage and/or improve accessibility and availability of information, raise the awareness of the local population and create a sense of “ownership " and identification, and promote cultural heritage between international volunteers and organisations. 

Work: The volunteers will work in the temples area under supervision and guidance of the Archaeological Department. In the temple, the volunteers will have restoration work. With 31 staff, including teachers provides care, support and education to about 100 students, mostly mentally challenged, autistic children, deaf & mute, down syndrome and blind – the majority being aged between 5 and 12 years of age. Education classes start as early as kindergarten up to junior high-school. It also provides vocational training, sport, motoric activities, drawing, making handicrafts, dance etc. Some local volunteers also do several regular activities with the school like doing play with the kids, and teaching how to make some simple handicrafts.
Work:The role of the volunteers will be assisting local teacher in classes like teaching basic conversation in English, helping teacher in giving training on physical activities of the disabled students like making simple handicrafts, playing, doing simple sport etc .
