Pru Por is a small Buddhist village with about 100 families of Pa Bon district in Phattalung province, south of Thailand. The project will be held in a kindergarten which is named the same as the village. The kindergarten is situated in the village’s healthcare center compound with approximately 35 pupils and 2 teachers. Most of the villagers work on rubber plantations and rice fields but after work, some of them join the group activities in the village such as Thai massage and making household brooms and fishing materials.

In this project, you will be doing these following activities:

· Painting and drawing the kindergarten 

· Adjusting school surroundings such as creating nice gardens

· Learning Thai language and culture

· Joining in the village’s group activities

 First, we repair and prepare. When everything is ready for painting, then pictures are drawn. We need your ideas, creativity and motivation to get this job done. So, let’s scatter the walls with creative and beautiful pictures, plus colorful paints for the children!

You are going to work in a team of international volunteers of different ages and from various countries. The teachers will join and occasionally some other local people too.

Tan Yong La Nai is a small fishermen's village of about 400 hundred people. The village is located on an island and has only been connected to the mainland by a bridge 8 years ago. The island is only about 1km square and you can walk around it in 45 minutes. Almost everyone lives in one corner of the island while the rest of the land is used for rubber plantations, mangrove forest and rainforest. There are some nice beaches around the island and nearby on the mainland. There are also many beautiful islands close by. On the island you will find two or three restaurants with delicious seafood and some small shops where you can by snacks. There is also a small kindergarten and school with about 60 students. Fishing is the main activities and the center of the economy on the island. Many of the villagers own boats and each day the village head man collects all the fish and drives to Trang to sell the days catch at the market.  

The villagers of Tan Yong La Nai are Muslim so there is no pork or alcohol in the village. Women should dress modestly although you will discover when you live there that the villagers are very relaxed.

The role of volunteers will consist of repairing the school toilets as well as building a resting hut for the children on the school grounds. This so called “salaa” needs a foundation, columns and a roof. The toilets need a serious makeover due to hygiene and comfort issues. The idea of the project is to make life in and around the school more enjoyable for the kids since the school is the main center for free time activities as for instance football or volleyball in the afternoon. Since the village awareness of environmental issues has raised nature- friendly construction work will be highly appreciated and supported by the villagers. Environmental activities are possible if volunteers want to join in. 

In years 2008 and 2009, DaLaa has sent many short-term volunteers to this village for community living, creative English teaching and environmental program, the feedback by the volunteers and the villagers was satisfactory, so the collaboration is continued again this year.

The village is next to a big river and because it is only 10km from the sea, the water is salty and there is a tide. It is a very peaceful location surrounded by an area of mangrove forest. Almost all the families of the village are linked to the fishing industry, usually being involved in either fish or shrimp farming and there is a strong community with many of the families having lived in the village for over 100 years. While fishing remains a strong industry their traditional way of life has changed a lot and the village faces lots of challenges. The community has recognized these problems and is working hard to find solutions to the environmental and social issues they face. They greatly welcome visitors, activists and volunteers who can contribute to these efforts. Becoming part of this close community is a special experience for volunteers and you will learn a lot about village life away from the rush of the city. Lead a life as easy-going as a countryman!

Music is the language of us all. The Music & Creative Travel Camp is combination of different actions. Putting together a cultural music show, performing, traveling and donating money is what the workcamp is about.

International volunteers will join with Thai volunteers to make this camp possible. The first week of the camp consists of forming a band, jamming and practicing songs as well as organizing a full show of cultural diversities. Workshops for playing other instruments and building new instruments we can use are possible. A visit of the project site we support will take place as well so that volunteers know what they work for. The second week of the camp will consist of traveling to different markets and communities in the provinces Satun, Songkhla and Phattalung in order to play and raise money for the project. Highlight of the performance week will be Songkran Festival which takes place from April 12-14 and is one of Thailand's biggest celebrations being the Thai New Year Festival. Close connections to the locals will be necessary. By the end of the second week the money collected, as specifically discussed with the volunteers and the project beforehand, will be used to support the project on a last visit.

Volunteers should play an instrument, sing, dance or somehow else be able to express themselves and their culture in an artistic and creative way. Since we want to compile a most varying type of show ancient and traditional instruments, songs and dances are highly recommended to bring along. Even traditional clothes can add to a successful and interesting culture show.

The international exchange through cultural expression such as music and art will add to a broader understanding of cultural diversities. Especially Thai culture can be experienced well by the volunteers due to close connection to locals supporting the camp either with presence, hospitality or support. The raise of money for a project of social development is very important as well due to their lack of financial capacities.

	General info about English Teaching in Thailand 


Our teaching projects are in primary and/or secondary schools in small villages. Most Thai schools would like to have foreigners teach English at their schools, especially in the rural areas of Thailand. It’s a very slim chance for them to seek the opportunity to hire a native English speaker with their little yearly budget. 

Students’ English ability
The level of Thai student’s English is very basic, and because Thai is a very different language they often find that English pronunciation and a clear accent is difficult. Most students know easy words, short sentences and the letters in the alphabet, but they do not understand any grammar and cannot have conversations. The local schools do always have a specialist English teacher and a lot of the time children learn from a textbook without practicing speaking. With our teaching projects we try to use a different style of teaching and learning so the children enjoy the class, and see it can be fun to learn English. We ask volunteers to use lots of games, songs and activities in their teaching which is the “creative” part of the English teaching.  Dalaa will give you some training on teaching methods when you arrive but you should also bring your own ideas!

Eight years ago a Thai-French family with 3 children (the oldest is 13 and youngest is 9) started their new life experience in close harmony with nature. They bought a piece of land in a small valley far from the crowded cities and decided to build a small, spiritual and self-sufficient eco-village. They choose to lead a life “back to basics”, making every effort not to harm their environment. OASIS is a model of an alternative way of living to the straight-to-the-wall civilization that exists across the globe. Over 300 species of fruit and vegetable have been planted in the OASIS garden with provide a great source of food for the family, volunteers and guests. 

Over the years many people have visited and lived at the OASIS village, helping to establish the garden and buildings. Unfortunately many people have had to return home to their different countries leaving just 6 people left to maintain the community. The role of DaLaa volunteers is to help support this community in maintaining its philosophy of a sustainable and self-sufficient lifestyle. DaLaa volunteers will learn a lot about this style of living and community and be able to share their experiences and knowledge with others when they leave OASIS.    
Volunteers will help take care of the agro-forest and perma-culture vegetable garden. This work will include nursing young plants and trees, planting seeds and making palm seed handicrafts. When appropriate, volunteers will also provide some creative English teaching at the local primary school or organize an English class for nearby village kids at OASIS. The teachers at the school are not very good at English and it’s a good opportunity for kids to have some contact with foreigners.

Klong Dan stands for “A Border-line Canal”. It is a small, compact Buddhist community situated on the boundary of Nakorn Sritammarat and Songkhla provinces and separated by an ancient waterway which is called Klong Dan. In the past, Klong Dan used to be a significant port and people used this canal as a gateway to travel from place to place. Gold and jewellery shops sprang up when Chinese traders and settlers had moved in. The lifestyle of ancient people flourished at the time, but after the construction of roads into the community, this famous gateway lost its importance and most of the inhabitants left the place. Nowadays, people still living in Klong Dan have formed a strong community and they aim to revitalize this place and attract more people to live there. The chief monk in this community plays a significant role. He is the most influential person in the community and as such has the ability to encourage the village to follow the life path of Buddha. All Klong Dan monks and villagers have the same attention and goal to set up their community into a Paths-to-Buddhism Community by the concepts for which people can help each other, lead lives with self-sufficiency and mean no racial and religious prejudices. Klong Dan community is expecting that DaLaa volunteers can help to make their place more attractive, develop more links with young people around the area, and invite them to be a part of the community. 

Main activity: volunteers will give non-formal English classes to the local public primary/secondary schools in the community. Ages of students are from 3-15 years old respectively. 
Other activities: -learning Buddhist paths (do meditation, for example)



         -joining in community groups (they have other ways to make a living apart from their careers-farmers and temporary workers. They form their own groups of craftsmen and skilled people making clay work/cement sculpture, cooking typically native food, teaching Nora traditionally southern dance to interested people, processing seafood, manipulating decorative bushes/trees, providing home-stay and making sweetened deserts.
