Introduction to SJV ï Solidaritieôs Jeunesses Vietnam 

 

 

Solidaritieós Jeunesses Vietnam (SJV) was founded in 2004 as a non-profit, non-governmental organization 

promoting values of solidarity, peace, tolerance through young citizenship projects to improve society during and 

after the voluntarism.   

 

SJ Vietnam is an independent Vietnamese branch of SJ France, a full member of  CCVIS (UNESCO) and  

NDVA, a partner of YAP and Alliance. SJ Vietnam is an independent, non political and non religious organization 

open to everybody without any distinction of nationality, race, philosophy, financial resource, education or sex. 

 

We host short-term voluntary work camps, mid and long-term voluntary projects, seminars (suitable for both 

young people and adults), youth exchanges, educational programmes and campaigns in Vietnam. We also send 

abroad local volunteers who wish to have similar experiences.  
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Our aims at: 

 

1. Work towards a society of justice, peace and solidarity. 

2. Break cultural misunderstanding between people and nations. 

3. Improve local and global environment, provide informal education, help to reduce poverty and strengthen human 

rights 

4. Encourage young people to participate actively in the society in which they live.

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Normally, SJ Vietnamôs work camps vary from environmental, educational, art, construction, social work. In 

some work camps, the hosts or the volunteers organize discussions, excursions, exchange parties, school visits and 

sports programs. 

The work camps are ten days to two weeks, and three weeks or four weeks with Vietnamese camp leaders.  

SJ Vietnam encourages people with difficulties to join our work camps. Please contact us for more details. 

When the volunteers are accepted, we will send you an updated info sheet or you can download them directly from 

our infosheet server at http://infosheet.sjvietnam.org  

 

We use also evet database (www.evet.org)  to manage our projects, you can send your volunteer applications 

directly in evet. 

General information about our International workcamps 

 

Age limit:  In general, our volunteers should be at least 18 years old. There are no maximum age limits in the 

majority of our workcamps.   

 

The Work:  Workcamps usually last two weeks. Working hours are usually about 30-35 hours a week (six/seven 

hours a day about five days a week). Any exceptions are mentioned in the projects descriptions. 

 

Accommodation: Local community centres, schools, Youth Centres or other houses owned by the communities. 

The accommodations are usually in good conditions and include a shared kitchen and bathroom. In some cases we 

will have to take a shower at the local swimming pool.   

 

Food: Food will be provided and volunteers are expected to do their fair share of the cooking/cleaning.

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Camp Language: The common language is English, although the volunteers are encouraged to learn the basics of 

the local language 

 

Camp Leaders: The camp leaders have to represent the link between the hosting community and the group of 

volunteers. They coordinate the work, organize free time activities, plan excursions, shopping and cooking 

sessions. Apart from these responsibilities, they are equal to the other volunteers.  

Most of our camp leaders are local people and we are very open minded in hosting international leaders from other 

organizations. 

 

Extra Participation Fee: We are a non-profit organization with no external income so we charge volunteers 

coming from developed countries participation fee of 150 Euro/workcamp/volunteer and 200 Euro/month/LTV 

(you can pay in US$ or Vietnam Dong with approximate amount), which includes accommodation (you can watch 

a video of one of our camp places at):  

(http://vietnam.solidaritesjeunesses.org/video/volunteers/visit%20of%20SJ%20House.avi),  

which covers the costs of all projects (ex. free food, scholarship, donation, festivals for disadvantaged children and 

people,  materials, training for locals), local transport, local food and 30% of these fees will be used to SJ Vietnam 

administration (staff salary, rent, phone office work, etc). 

 

 

Insurance: SJV provides a basic insurance for the volunteers during the duration of the camp. We strongly 

recommend that the volunteers who plan to travel beyond these dates purchase a separate insurance.

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We highly recommend the volunteers to bring a sleeping bag, basic work clothes, hiking shoes, swimming suits as 

well as warm and waterproof clothes. Volunteers are also encouraged to bring information about their country, 

photos, music, songbooks, games, musical instruments, etc. 

 

Volunteers with special needs: Our camps are open to everyone. If you have volunteers with special needs, please 

contact us. We will do our very best to find a way to host them.

Getting to the campsite:  

Vietnamós public transportation is expensive and not very efficient. We will arrange a minibus trip to the most of 

our workcamps. The participants can choose the minibus option to reach the workcamp location or traveling 

independently using public transport (e.g. buses, flights). The minibus fee will be published in the information 

sheet. However, beware that traveling with our minibus is usually the most convenient option. This is a great 

chance for the volunteers to meet before the camp starts and discover some of Vietnamós unknown and less-

traveled areas on their way to the camp. 

Every participant who wishes to take the minibus has to inform us before arriving to Vietnam.

SJV-G1 Hai Duong welfare center KIDS/SOCI/DISA 
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Location Hai Duong province (50 km from Ha Noi) 

Project description 
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In collaboration with the welfare center in Hai Duong province, 50 km far from Hanoi, SJ Vietnam would like to run 

voluntary projects in the welfare center. The Welfare center was established in 1982 in Hai Duong city. There are around 

1000 children coming from different parts of Hai Duong province. The centre is made up of disadvantaged children, 

children with disabilities at different level and orphans. All of which come from poor families and live in very poor living 

conditions. 

Volunteers are expected to help the children in the welfare center with their daily tasks, to organize games, leisure activities 

for them. Volunteers are encouraged to help the center with painting the bedrooms, the dormitories, the doors as well as to 

decorate the walls along the corridor of building where the children are living. 

Furthermore, the volunteers also have the opportunity to join drawing with the children. They will help the nurses to take 

care of the infants as well. They are also encouraged to provide the children with information about their countries, health 

and to teach them some basic and funny English and other languages. 

 

Hosting organization 

The center aims to give children with disabilities, or who are poor and disadvantaged free and non-formal education, to 

provide vocational training and employment opportunity for them mainly in Hai Duong province and northern provinces of 

Vietnam. These are some general purposes:  

- To help the disabled, poor and disadvantaged children to be able to integrate into the community as well as to help 

them have an equal life like any other one. 

- To give them free education and to improve their education level. 
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- Giving opportunities for them to take part in different activities, exchange their ideas, deal with the complexes, abate 

the disabled pain and improve their self-confidence in life. 

The center will have vocational training programs depending on each object and also provide them with employment 

opportunities, which are suitable for their health; so that they can have the opportunity to live by themselves. 

 

SJV-G2  Giao Thuy school for disabled children KIDS/SOCI/DISA 

 

 

Location Nam Dinh (150 km far from Hanoi) 

Project description 
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Giao Thuy school for disabled children was established on August 1990. There are now about 70 disabled children coming 

to this school every week. Although this is the only school of the district, the living conditions of the children here are very 

poor and really need to be renovated.  

Volunteers are expected to organize games for the children, teach them some songs, dance. The center really needs to be 

renovated so volunteers will help with building new fences, new walls, new ceilings, etc for the children. Volunteers should 

be ready to work with children who are at different levels of disabilities. Even though, we will get the support from the staff 

of the school. 

 

Hosting organization 

Being established long time ago, this is the only school where the disabled children can come and consider it as their second 

home. The staff are very great, kind, and always ready to come to the children when they need help. Since then, the center 

aims to take care of the disabled children, to give them some basic education, physical education, etc. On the other hand, 

they try to help the children to be more confident, more open, more active in their daily life because itôs very important to 

their private life in the future. The condition of the center is very poor, they really need help from the people who care about 

these issues. Any help or support from organizations, individuals are always more than welcome. 

 

SJV-G3  Uong Bi Forestry Farm  ENVI/FORE  
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Location Uong Bi, Quang Ninh (120 km far from Hanoi) 

Project description 

As environment plays an important role in our life nowadays, in collaboration with Uong Bi forestry farm, SJ Vietnam 

would like to run a project about environmental issues in Uong Bi, Quang Ninh province. Uong Bi forestry farm was 

established in 1992 in Uong Bi, Quang Ninh which is 120km far from Hanoi and 40km far from Ha Long city. One of the
