10 Biggest news of NVDA in 2010:

 In general, NVDA members organized 974 projects & exchanged 13,290 volunteers in 2010 by the member NGOs (4,963 national & 3,864 incoming and 4,463 outgoing volunteers).

	1) 8th TNW (Training & Networking Workcamp) & 7th GA (General Assembly) were successful! - 30 NGOs leaders of 16 NGOs in 16 countries hosted by VYA (17th -26th January) in Taiwan.

2) First workcamp in Macau was done (17th -26th December) by VYA while bilateral ones were done in Cambodia in August by IIWC & Singapore in October by DJ.

3) First global MLTV Meeting was co-organized with VJF, ALLIANCE and CCIVS in Berlin on 02nd March with 52 leaders of 37 NGOs in 24 countries.

4) NVDA sent 189 volunteers! It was 19 volunteers in 2007, 46 in 2008 and 163 in 2009, 187 in 2010 are from Hong Kong (77 from HKIEd and 110 from VolTra) 

5)Special COP10 Workcamp was co-organized with NICE in Nagoya, Japan (22nd-29th October) with 12 leaders from 8 NGOs in 7 countries.
	6) World Tanabata Action was grown! In 2010, 616,863 trees were planted and 4,825 people joined in 10 countries by 11 NGOs, 7 of which are NVDA members! 

7) Eco-Sponge Action was developed! 315 sponges were made by women in the slam in Hanoi were sold out in Japan that raised over 3,000 US$, by SJV and NICE.

8) First Asian PR Summit was co-organized with NICE in Tokyo in Oct. 29-Nov. 04 with 22 PR leaders of 13 NGOs in 12 countries.

9) One Asia Online was initiated by VYA with MCE in Mongolia.
10) Planned Asian Voluntary Service! The draft proposal was discussed and made during the General Assembly & proposed to the governments of Japan and Vietnam.


News from NVDA members:

DJ Indonesia: The number of incoming volunteers was increased and sending volunteers exchange through EVS was started.
EYES Philippine:  NVDA and other CCIVS partner Organizations participants to their projects were increased. They started bilateral cooperation with NICE-Japan, VYA Taiwan and ICYE Federation. The promotion and implementation of the LTV program was also started. Recipient of the EVS program through ICYE Federation.

FFN Nepal: The name changed from New International Friendship Club-Nepal (NIFC-Nepal) to Friendship Foundation Nepal (FFN). The office moved from Maharajgunj to Thamel. They are accepted by Nepal government as voluntary organization. Sport camp with NICE, Educational Camp with HKIED and Health camp with VYA were great successful.
FSL India:  FSL decide to do an “organizational review and strategic planning”, create their cumulative Annual Report, extend the area of operation for the CSR project with Hyundai Motors from Chennai in the South to Delhi in the North and invest more in human resources.
IIWC Indonesia:  IIWC established a home based IVS project for vulnerable group kids in Pekalongan. One peace building IVS project for children was carried out in Ambon Maluku Province in East Indonesia. This project produced 3 editions of newspaper created by local children from two different communities in Ambon (Moslem and Christian). 2 international MTVs, 4 local volunteers along with 20 young reporters were involved during this project. IIWC create a blog http://iiwcindonesia.wordpress.com and next IIWC Coordinator is Ismi Novia.
 IVP Australia : Organize the first international seminar  and start advertising for office volunteers through a professional network as activities and volunteers in office decreased.
IWO Korea: Green action campaign implemented in the group voluntary project. Green action is for Food, Plastic and Energy. IWO organized a 3 day- internal staff training in August.
JIA China:  Become the first volunteer of VYA , start the Yale university team workcamp and the progamme about protecting environment in Li Jiang and shake hands with new Nepali organization.
KNCU Korea: The first DMZ Film Camp (part of workcamp) was held in 2010 . The total number of outbound participants from KNCU was approximately 500 in 2010 in parallel with the increasingly number of  hosted International volunteers. KNCU has a big development for the MCE’s base camp site (lots of investment and construction work)
NICE Japan: The biggest number of workcamps in NICE’s history: 365 with 4167 volunteers, develope new types of projects (one year program, advocacy), continue playing the main role in NVDA : Presicdent, organize COP10 workcamp & PR Summit ,marked 20 years in volunteer ; however; outgoing number for STV was decreased.
RUCHI India: The hosted volunteers and the sending organizations have goof feedbacks, the number of incoming volunteers increased, MTV progmame become more and more popular.
SJV Vietnam: In co-ordination with CCIVS and Asia-Europe Foundation, SJ Vietnam successfully held the 9th Asia-Europe Young Volunteer Exchange in Ha Long in September 2010. SJ Vietnam’s PR coordinator has participated in the PR Summit of NVDA in Tokyo, Japan. SJ Vietnam effectively organized 10th year of IVD all over the world. A branch in Ho Chi Minh City with new long-term projects in the South of Vietnam started.
ST Thailand: The Short Term WorkCamp every month, Weekend Workcamp, Clean Up the World Activities started
VPV Vietnam: The number of workcamps in Ho Chi Minh City and the volunteers sent abroad was increased.
VT Hong Kong: The Short Term WorkCamp every month, Weekend Workcamp, Clean Up the World Activities started and became a part of NVDA.
YVA Taiwan: The great 8th TNW & 7th GA of NVDA in the first camp side in Taisi in 2010 was successful and VYA is in EC of NVDA from 2010 to 2012.
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Networking:  Two important meetings in Feb 2011
NVDA organized the 6th Annual meeting (11th -14th Feb) in cooperation with IIWC (Indonesia International Work Camp) of PKBI in Semarang, Indonesia. There are 20 participants from 10 members of NVDA joined the meeting. All members evaluated activities & management of their organization as well as NVDA in 2010. Also, the long-term vision, overall goals for 2011 were decided.

World Tanabata Action (WTA) special meeting was held after the Annual meeting from 13th to 16th Feb with 13 participants from 8 NVDA members and 1 representative of CCIVS. All participants joined planting mangrove trees & organizing WTA with IIWC’s international volunteers and local people there. Importantly, the meeting evaluated the WTA actions in each country and made concrete work for WTA 2011 by dividing working group with different tasks to members. 
According a big result from 2008 to 2010 we collected 15,882 Tanzaku papers and planted 822,831 trees by 27 NGOs in 21 countries. We are planning in 2011 to collect 10,000 Tanzaku papers and plant 200,000 trees (to reach one million since 2008!) in 33 countries ambitiously!  



      World Tanabata Action (WTA):

From above special meeting, the call to National Partners of (WTA) was launched from March as well as welcome all ideas and involvement.
We will have a lot of activities such as creating a "Toolkit", a special website for WTA; organizing Common Action Day, Special workcamps & World Summit, Global Contest of Excellent Volunteers; distributing small packages of mixed Tanzaku papers in new year -2012.

          Acrylic sponge action (ESA): 
ESA (Eco Sponge Action) was originally proposed by NICE in 2003 (International Year of Freshwater) with promoting use of sponges made by acryl with which we can wash most of dishes without soap. So, this can contribute to environment, health, economy and life. It has become the official Asian Common Action of NVDA since 2007. Over 7,000 sponges have been made that over 5,000 people use in more than 10 countries.
From 01st to 10th March, NVDA, SJV and NICE have continued running the 2nd ESA special workcamp at Fisher village, in Hanoi after the successful ESA workcamp in September 2010. The activities include promoting the use of Acrylic Sponge to broaden the awareness of people in water protection and environmental preservation in daily; teaching how to make sponges and handicrafts, research their situations/ needs/ plans, help to renovate slum boat, making water filter as well as starting a new, fair-trade type to sell eco sponges in various types of events in Japan by the special team- SEEDERS in NICE to support the women.
                                         Executive committee (EC) activities:

Welcome two new associate members!!! Volunteers Initiative Nepal (VIN) in Nepal and Solidarités Jeunesses (SJ) in France were approved by EC members. Therefore, NVDA has currently 23 members in 16 countries: BWCA (Bangladesh),DALAA, ST (Thailand), DJ, IIWC ( Indonesia), EYES (Philippine), IVP (Australia); KNCU , IWO ( Korea); JIA (China); MCE(Mongolia); NICE (Japan), NIFC, VIN (Nepal); RUCHI, FSL (India); SJV , VPV (Vietnam); VT (Hong Kong); VYA (Taiwan ); WIP (Philippine);  GVC (Singapore);  SJ (France).
EC is discussing and looking for some foundations and the most possible alternative resource to support the 9th TNW and GA. May be the grant for NGOs by the Foreign Ministry though it is not sure at all (they will start accepting applications after a few months). If others can also get fund (Taiwan's Foreign Ministry or National Youth Agency? Hyundai? World Bank?), it would be great!

               The 2nd Global LMTV (Long/ Middle Term Voluntary service) Meeting (from 5th to 9th April) in Hanoi, Vietnam is going to be taken place by NVDA together with CCIVS and hosted by VPV (Volunteers for Peace Vietnam). This important meeting has a valuable opportunity for who are organizing/ exchanging LMTV involving different networks in many aspects (creating new partnership, joining to make a global common working system, etc.)
               International workcamp (IWC) global logo campaign:  based on one of actions proposed by the PR Summit of NVDA last November, VYA is going to launch the IWC global logo campaign with the aims to strengthen the volunteer solidarity, create the global volunteer identity, and support each other all over the world. 
NVDA agreed to support (by co-organizing with VYA, CCIVS, ALLIANCE) this initiative wonderful idea to have campaign.  In a plan, the winner will have rewards for the LOGO Campaign with a lot of contribution from VYA. 
Each year more than 100,000 young people from over 100 countries participate in International WorkCamps. This time, through the same IWC Global LOGO, let us show our concerns over the global village. By doing so, more people will see the impact that International WorkCamps have on the world.
