Patrimonito World Heritage Camp 8th – 22nd August 2009
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Patrimonito World Heritage Camp is one of workcamp programs from CCIVS, UNESCO and World Heritage Centre. The aim of this program is promoting or preserving world heritage sites.  It was held from 8th to 22nd August 2009 in Kemudo village, Klaten Regency, Central Java Province. There were 14 participants in this camp from: Indonesia, Korea, Japan, Spain and France.
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Kemudo village is located in Prambanan Subdistrict where famous world heritage site lays, Prambanan Temple. It was struck by massive earthquake in May 2006. In this project, volunteers had restoration work in Plaosan temple and held international seminar entitled ”The Role of Youth in World Heritage Preservation and Development” in attendance of  university students. Other activities performed in this workcamp were campaign and promotion of the world heritage in Borobudur temple, renovation of local school facilities, and English lesson. 
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We organized the seminar in Prambanan temple to encourage youths to taking part in promoting and preserving world heritage. Furthermore, we had campaign program in Borobudur Temple by giving fliers to the visitors. In Plaosan temple, we had restoration program, we were working with some archeologists, we had some activities such as camouflage, cleaning up the temple, gardening, puzzling, etc. 
During this project, we were also involved in some activities with local people and kids in Kemudo and Brajan village. We painted the bridge and the fence of Brajan 1 Elementary School. We also participated in Sadranan ceremony, a tradition of Javanese to respect their ancestors before Ramadan month (fasting month). In cultural aspect, we learnt Jaranan dance and traditional music instruments “gamelan”. It was new experiences for international volunteers that we could get closer with local people in this event. To welcome Independence Day of Indonesia on August 17, we held some competitions with local people and kids, such as Tumpengan (food festival) and playing some games with them.
